Part II  Evaluation the lesson effectiveness:
      1.  Procedure A 
           This  part was not carried out methodically, and students were not provided enough information as well as  the teacher’s assistance to review and practice the learned words and expressions properly. Some of the words and expressions were not touched and some were only slightly mentioned by the teacher. Some of the teacher’s hints did not orientate correctly so it was difficult for the students to practice accordingly.  Visual aids  were insufficient  to help facilitating practice. Volume was not full and interest was low. The teacher’s assistance was not as effective as expected due to not following the teaching plan closely. Students were not active in practicing.
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   2. Procedure B. 

           This part was the activity that students were performing as a waiter taking orders and the customers ordering dishes in a restaurant, the goal was for the students to be able to use the words and expressions having reviewed to take order or order the dishes, talking about what to order base on the menu and the sentences frames  provided in the worksheet. Two of the student were able to perform as a waiter taking orders and the customers to order the dishes, one of the student acted passively and needed a lot of assistance to play the roles as a waiter and a customer. This activity enabled the students to be learning the required patterns that commonly  use in a restaurant, and Chinese was used throughout the activity. 
  3. Procedure C.       
            Five minutes free talk to compare the difference between the cities seemed to be an interesting topic for the students. One of the student was able to talk about the impressions and the differences between Shanghai and New York. The other was able to talk about the difference between New York and Taxes and gave advise for touring using Chinese throughout.
Comments: 
           The lesson focused on speaking, which was fluency-oriented with less corrections. With the questions and sentence frames provided, students can easily refer to these standard language structures to engage in the activity. It is valid and there is enough time allotted. There is pre-learning. Success orientation is where students practiced using provided worksheet and menu to perform the activity in a restaurant. . The first part of the lesson was carried out passively due to improper orientation although students were attentive. The interest was low in Procedure A. Student were active, attentive  and were learning the basic structures of the sentences using to order dishes and taking orders in Procedure B. Students seemed to enjoy the free talk and engaging with Chinese  throughout  the topic. The whole lesson went according to the plan partially and Chinese was used communicatively throughout. 
Improvement:

1. Prepare more cards and context in real life situation for the students with different level to practice.
2. Design special context in detail for each expression for the students to create sentences and facilitate active  thinking  instead of mechanized drilling.
3. Teacher’s orientation should be prepared in detail and sentences for practicing should be correct and close to daily life situation.  
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
